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                Twisted Dough and Ash Wednesday 
 
It sounds surprising, but the pretzel has a deep spiritual meaning for Lent. In fact, it 
was the ancient Christian Lenten bread as far back as the fifth century. In the old Ro-
man Empire, the faithful kept a very strict fast all through Lent: no milk, no butter, no 
cheese, no eggs, no cream and, of course, no meat. So they made small breads of 
water, flour, and salt. To remind themselves that Lent was a time of prayer, they 
shaped these breads in the form of arms crossed in prayer (in those days they 

crossed their arms over the breast while praying) . Therefore, they called the breads ’little arms’ (bracellae),” 
From this Latin word came the German word “bretzel,” which ultimately became our “pretzel.” They are a re-
minder of the call to deeper prayer which we hear at Lent. You may want to invite family or friends over for a 
night of pretzel making and prayer, a wonderful mid-winter tradition that may add new meaning to this sea-
son. . Upon sharing them with the family, you may want to pray as long ago by crossing your arms and  

touching your shoulders.

Soft Pretzel 
 

Dissolve 1 cake of yeast in 
1 1/2 cups of water. 
Add 1 teaspoon of salt and 1 
tablespoon of sugar. Blend in 
4 cups of flour. Knead the 
dough until smooth. Cut into 
small pieces. Roll into ropes 
and twist into desired shape. 
Place on lightly greased 
cookie 
sheet. Brush pretzel with 
beaten egg and sprinkle with 
coarse salt. Bake immediately 
at 425 degrees for 12 –15 
minutes
